INTRAVENOUS ACCES AND LINE CARE PROTOCOL

Peripheral Access.

2 May leave Peripheral Access in place if consecutive Infusions are ordered (greater than or equal to daily)
5 PICC Line
§ Discontinue PICC Line at the end of Infusion Therapy
§ Implanted Port
g De-access Port if Infusions are less than or equal to weekly. De-access port at end of Infusion Therapy
